





within a period of 03 months. He further directed that till the enquiry
report is finalized and considered by the Board an interim ban on M/s
S.K. Enterprises is imposed to participate in the tenders invited by the
Board in future.

Sh. Sandip Tanwar, Member stated that in ‘the last Board meeting
building plans of 13 Chanan Singh Park were sanctioned by the Board
whereas there were complaints that illegal money was demanded for
sanction of the building plans. He stated that the Board in the past
had resolved to inquire into the said complaints. The CEO, Member
Secretary informed the Board that the building application for sanction
of building plans of 13 Chanan Singh Park was considered by the Board
in its meeting held on 28.11.2016. During discussions on the item few
members had alleged that illegal money was demanded from the
applicant for getting approval of the building plans from the
Cantonment Board. He further stated that the applicant was called in
the office to investigate the allegations and the rep of the applicant
denied any charges of demand of money before him and the Executive
Engineer. The Member Secretary further informed the Board that there
is no written complaint about any illegal demand of money in this case.
In the absence of any prima facie evidence the resident cannot be
punished by delaying approval of building plans. Further the building
applications submitted by the applicant was otherwise found in order
and comply to the building bye laws and since there was no written
complaint in the matter as also the allegations of any illegal demand of
money was denied by the applicant accordingly the Board had
approved the building plans of 13 Chanan Singh Park as there are
prescribed timelines for disposal of building applications.

Sh. Sandip Tanwar, Member stated that he has no intention to
harass any Cantonment residents or delay sanction of building plans
but the allegations raised by the Members were serious and it needed
proper investigation. He informed the Board that he has already
written a complaint to the Director CBI in the case and if a proper
investigation is carried out in the matter he will submit proof of illegal
demand of money for getting building plan sanctioned before the
forum fixed for the investigation. Sh. Vimal Chaudhary , Member
stated that to order any investigation documentary proof is essential
and in the instant case there is no complaint whatsoever. Sh. Sandip
Tanwar , Member stated that he will produce proper evidence if
investigations are ordered in the matter. The matter was discussed at.
length and the President asked Mr. Sandip Tanwar, Member to
disclose name of the Board official who is involved in the matter. Mr.
Sandip Tanwar, Member stated that no official is involved however an
elected member of the present Board is involved in the case and he
will reveal the identity of the member only before the investigating
forum. After lengthy deliberations the Board resolved to constitute a
Committee comprising of Vice President of Delhi Cantonment Board,

Col. Narender Chaudhary, Member and Col. Dev Raj to investigate
allegations of illegal demand of money for getting building plan of 13
Chanan Singh plan sanctioned from the Board.

Ms. Priyanka Chaudhary , Member stated that the work of setting up of
waste recycling plant at Kirby Place is pending for long and she
requested for early execution of work. The CEO, Member Secretary
informed that the physical demarcation of the class C land has been
carried out by M/s WAPCOS Ltd in the presence of reps of LMAs and
the land dispute has been resolved. He further stated that efforts are
being made to resume the work at the earliest.

Ms. Priyanka Chaudhary, Member requested the Board to consider
establishing solar power grid system at Kirby place to provide
electricity to the slum dwellers using renewable energy resources. She
further stated that lot of Cantonment Board school children are coming
from these slum pockets and that their studies too are getting effected -
due to non availability of electricity in the cluster. Sh. Sandip Tanwar,
Member stated that till the time these jhuggi dwellers are relocated,
the Board should consider provisioning solar panels in the area to meet
minimum electricity demands by the Jhuggi dwellers. The President
Cantonment Board stated that the matter will be examined by the
Station HQ.

Sh. Sandip Tanwar, Member requested the Board to consider
undertaking massive plantation drive during this monsoon season. The
Board unanimously resolved to undertake plantation drive immediately
in the new parks developed by the Board both in Army and Civil
pockets. The Board also resolved to request the GOC, Delhi Area to
flag off the plantation drive.

Ms. Kavita Jain, Member suggested that action taken report on the
decisions taken by the Board be placed before the Board in its next
meetings to evaluate progress on decisions taken by the Board in the
past. Sh. Sandip Tanwar, Member and Ms. Priyanka Chaudhary,
Member also favoured suggestion given by the Member. The Board
resolved that action taken report on decision taken by the Board be
placed in every next meeting of the Board.

Ms. Kavita Jain, Member stated that illegal selling of Momos by street
vendors is on rise and she requested to remove these illegal vendors.
The CEO, Member Secretary stated that during Swachh Pakhwada
vigorous raids will be conducted to remove illegal hawkers from the
Baza areas.

Ms. Priyanka Chaudhary, Member stated that sewerage and drainage
works in most of the wards are progressing satisfactorily and she
requested that the work of road restoration should also be initiated
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expeditiously. The CEO, Member Secretary informed the Board that the

estimates for road restoration works are being prepared which will be

placed for the consideration of Finance Committee/Board.

The CEO, Member-Secretary informed the Board that the Board vide
resolution contained in FC/CBR No.32/2 dated 03.04.207/28.04.2017
had approved tender for the work Maintenance of Horticulture works at
CVD line park, Delhi Cantt. He informed that due to inadvertent
mistake the tender was approved in favour of M/s Agrawal & Co.
whereas the lowest tenderer is M/s Guru’s Enterprises who had quoted
an amount of Rs.7,19,267.20. The Board noted the inadvertent

~mistake & resolved to approve the contract of the lowest tender of M/s

Guru’s Enterprises @ Rs.7,19,267.20.

Sh. Jagat Singh, Vice President tendered his resignation from the post
of Vice President Delhi Cantonment Board to the President Cantonment
Board. He stated that he would like one of his fellow members to take
responsibility of the post as per policy of their party. The Board
accepted the resignation submitted by Sh. Jagat Singh from the post of
Vice President. The Board unanimously appreciated his contributions
during his tenure as Vice President for wholistic development of the
Cantonment and his positive approach to deal with the matters of
public interest.
